7.1, 7.2 and 7.3.  The 7.1 digital channel is our high-definition outlet where we 
simulcast the programming airing on our analog channel, KABC-TV Channel 
7.  Our 7.2 digital channel airs rebroadcasts of our local Eyewitness News 
programs, Vista LA, and Eyewitness Newsmakers.  Our 7.3 digital channel 
provides viewers with current, around the clock weather information from our 
“Live Doppler 7000+” weather radar.
