JMJ Catholic Radio has identified the following issues as significant issues facing our community this
quarter. Following each issue is a list of programs addressing that issue.

ISSUE: CHILDREN’S PROGRAMMING

10/13/23 at 10:00…Glory Stories…30 Minutes… Blessed Jose Sanchez del Rio details the life of a boy 
who held onto his Faith against the power of the state. He was tortured and eventually martyred but he 
refused to deny his Faith. He is an example of bravery in the face of unfathomable odds.

10/27/23 at 10:00…Glory Stories…30 Minutes… St. Miguel and St. Therese of Lisieux: Part One details 
St. Miguel's martyrdom and his good example of faith. Part Two details St. Therese's good example to 
children, specifically her willingness to sacrifice for others.
