Every year, they drive a decorated fire truck through various parts of town playing music
and giving out candy canes and tours of the truck to local children. :60 second PSA 12-1-
15 to 12-23-15. This was read live at least 15 times in total from the hours of 6am to 6pm
Monday through Friday.

American Legion Post 795 — Veterans day event with memorial and mixer.:60 second
PSA 10-22-15 to 11-11-15. This was read live at least 10 times in total from the hours of
6am to 6pm Monday through Friday.

Bread & Broth — free Thanksgiving dinner, all are welcome.530-544-3533. :60 second
PSA 11-01-15 to 11-15-15. This was read live at least 15 times in total from the hours of
6am to 6pm Monday through Friday.
