Regional Newscast - Almost 60 cases were reported 

between Delta and Montrose Counties last year. This 

year, the Delta County Health Department is asking 

community members to join the SWAT team in 

fighting the virus. Efforts include identifying and 

controlling the mosquito habitat and thus reduce the 

risk of West Nile virus. Mosquito breeding increases 

with warm temperatures and standing water. 

Mosquito trapping begins now in Delta County and 

human cases are often reported as early as mid-June. 

The typical West Nile virus season runs from May 

through October.
