Regquirements: Sections 73.3526(e)(12) and 73.3527(e)(8) of the FCC’s rules require that every three months each radio broadcast
station prepare a listing of programs that have provided by the station to address and treat the most significant community issues
during the preceding three month period. The list for each calendar quarter is to be filed by the tenth (10th ) day of the succeeding
calendar quarter (e.g., January 10 for the quarter October through December, April 10 for the quarter January through March, erc.).

And at 12 Noon, 4, 5
and 6 PM. Each news cast lasts between 3 and 5 minutes.

2. Local Congressional Candidates Forums ... focused on local issues from
national perspective. Congressman Robert Hurt R and General John
Douglas (D) were hosted at separate events to discuss the Jobs Outlook,
Uranium, Taxes Fiscal Cliff and other topics. WHLF co-sponsored these
discussions with the Halifax County Chamber of Commerce to help raise voter
awareness of the issues and economic impact.
