Cross says he crafted the bill after

revelations that the City of Maumee has been dumping as much as 150 million gallons of sewage each
" year into the Maumee River for the past 20 years, far exceeding their allowable limit.

The Ohio Environmental Protection Agency fined the City of Maumee $29,936.

Algae blooms in Lake Erie, in particular the lake’s western basin, have been a major focus of

policymakers in recent years. Cross says farmers have been unfairly singled out as a cause of algae

biooms.
