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The Montana Department of Revenue's biannual reappraisals showed that
residential home values across Montana rose on average by a whopping
46%. What does this steep appreciation mean for residential property taxes?
We'll talk with residents, local governments, and the State ahead of the
distribution of tax bills. This program also explores the growing movement
to bring passenger rail service back to the southern half of Montana. While
the Federal Railroad Administration undergoes a massive study of the
Amtrak long-distance network, a homegrown Montana coalition is pushing
for restored service along the old North Coast Hiawatha line - the Amtrak
route that once connected Seattle to Chicago with nine stops in Montana
including Missoula, Bozeman, Billings, Miles City, and Glendive. We'll
explore what it might take, how much it might cost, and what expanded

connectivity would mean for communities along the route.
