Nora Volkow, MD, Director of the National Institute on Drug Abuse, part of the National Institutes of
Health

Fentanyl overdoses are the leading cause of death for Americans ages 18 to 49, more than car
accidents or suicides. On average, one person dies of a fentanyl overdose in the United States every
seven minutes, and the number of Americans killed by the drug has jumped 94 percent since 2019.
Dr. Volkow discussed why the problem has skyrocketed and what steps the federal government is
taking to address it. She said that, while the epidemic was worse in certain rural areas of the US in
past years, the problem has now overwhelmed every city and state. She talked about the importance
of education and treatment programs, and also explained why fentanyl is a particularly troubling issue
for pregnant women.

He said the thieves sell the stolen checks
via social media platforms, then buyers alter the payee and amount on the checks to rob victims’ bank
accounts of thousands of dollars. He recommends that consumers only hand mail directly to a clerk at
a US Post Office, or use other methods to send payments.

Environmentally-conscious consumers have probably heard that today's highly efficient dishwashers
use less energy and water than traditional hand-washing techniques. However, Prof. Keoleian led a
study that found that one manual washing technique--the two-basin method, in which dishes are
soaked and scrubbed in hot water and then rinsed in cold water--that is associated with fewer
greenhouse gas emissions than machine dishwashing. He offered numerous energy-saving tips
related to the task of washing dishes.
