WRBN-AM dirs four local newscasts during its broadcast day, Monday through Friday at
7:03am, 8:03am, 12:02pm, and 5:02pm, following three to ten minutes of world and
national news from ABC Radio News. WRBN reports local and area news events and
issues on an ongoing basis.

News Treatmentis: The nominal length of each of our lead or feature news stories
described below is between 30-seconds and one minute 30 seconds.
