Russia will be hit with more sanctions for helping the
Syrian government. Russia supposedly has blocked half a
dozen attempts by the UN to investigate the possible
use of chemical weapons in Syria. A senior Russian
diplomat says the chemical watchdog group is not
allowed to get to the site of the alleged attack in Syria
without a UN permit. Russia has military forces in
several places in Syria.

Some Syrians are saying American and French airstrikes
are providing hope after living for years under Assad’s
regime in a seven-year Civil War. The Pentagon says the
weekend’s strikes dealt a serious blow to the Syrian
chemical weapons program. Speaking of chemical
weapons, independent investigators have been kept
from visiting the scene of the alleged gas attack near the
Syrian capital. Both the U.S. and France say they have
evidence of poison was used in the area to take the lives
of dozens of people. Today independent investigators
were not allowed access to the site of a suspected
chemical attack in Syria. Russian and Syrian soldiers
claimed ‘security issues’ are in play. And after that
missile attack last week by American and allied countries
—intended to stop Syria’s chemical program, Russia is
now responding... with a build-up. Two warships loaded
with tanks and other military gear are headed for Syria.
U.N. Ambassador Nikki Haley said if the Syrian
government uses chemical weapons again, America is
locked and loaded ready to respond.

We're getting word that at least 8 have lost their
lives. The families, the community could use our prayers.
Some students say a teacher pulled the fire alarm right
as it started and that may have saved some. One suspect
was arrested and a second is being questioned. Harris
County Sheriff Ed Gonzales says both are students at the
school. There are many hurt with gunshot wounds.
Please send your prayers for the responders, the
families, the students and staff. President Trump spoke
just minutes ago. He's offered all federal assistance
needed. ATF agents are at a home 4 miles away. There
were also reports of possible explosives there, at the
school and surrounding areas. All students and staff are
out of the building. Blood donations are being taken
now through the weekend at Jennie Sealy Hospital in
Galveston. A prayer vigil will take place tonight at 6:30
Central Time at Texas First Bank in Santa Fe. One police
officer has been shot and is in critical condition. We now
know at least 9 people lost their lives. The Billy Graham
Rapid Response team has sent crisis-trained chaplains to
the community, asking that we pray for families,
students, teachers, churches, law enforcement and the
community as they experience God’s hope and comfort
while dealing with this tragedy. UPDATE: Lots of prayer
for Santa Fe, Texas today. A 17 year old student opened
fire at the high school taking 10 lives and hurting 10
others. The suspect is being charged with capital murder
and is being held without bail. President Trump has
ordered flags at half-staff to honor the shooting victims.
He said our nation grieves with those affected by the
shooting. He said may God heal the injured, comfort the
wounded, and be with victims and the victims’ families.
