A major seismic event can occur at any time either in the Mona Channel or in the 

North of PR; there is no way to predict when it will happen 

The Great Shakeout (an organized annual public earthquake drill)  

How to prepare your house for any atmospheric event; how to protect yourself 

from falling objects; evacuation routes 

November 5 is World Tsunami Awareness and Preparedness Day mandated by the 

United Nations 

Seismic network fulfills a function of orientation to the communities, social, 

education, preparation message, etc.
